Dockside at Gulf Landings FAQ

1. What units do the Reserve at Sea Forest currently own?

The Reserve at Sea Forest, LLC currently owns boat slips 1,6,7,29,30,31,32,33,34,42.

2. Are there any boat length restrictions on the docks?

Per Section 24 of the Condominium Documents for Dockside at Gulf Landings, the max boat lengths for the docks are:

· 20 Feet Maximum for boat slips 1,6,7,29,33,34,and 42 

· 24 Feet Maximum for boat slip 32 

· 25 Feet Maximum for boat slips 30 & 31

3. Who is responsible for the utilities on the docks?

At the present time, there are no individual bills for utilities.  Electricity and water are covered in the Association dues.  

4. Who is responsible for the insurance coverage for the docks?

Section 13 of the condominium documents states that the Association will carry the insurance for the docks and it is included in the Association fees. The owner is responsible for insurance of the watercraft.

5. Who is responsible for the maintenance and upkeep for the docks?

Section 14 of the condominium documents states that the Association will be responsible for maintenance and repairs in the common areas.  The owners are responsible for maintenance and repairs on the mooring posts, lines, storage, and locker areas.

6. What are the monthly fees for the Association at Dockside at Gulf Landings?

Currently the Association fees are $65.07 per month & section 21B states that the Association fees will not go over $65.07 per month or $780.84 per year until the owners take over the Association. 

7. Will a buyer at Dockside be a part of the Gulf Landings Association?

A buyer of a dock will not be a part of the Gulf Landings Association and will not be able to use their facilities.

8. Will a dock owner be able to use Gulf Landings boat ramp?

Owners of boat slips at Dockside at Gulf Landings would have to go to a public ramp.  The nearest ones in New Port Richey are by Hooters on US 19 and at the city park in downtown New Port Richey off of Main Street.

9. Will the entrance and parking to Dockside at Gulf Landings be paved?

At this time there are no plans for the road to be paved. When the owners take over the Association, they may decide to pave the road with funds available in the budget.
